
When:  October 15-16, 2016 
 - Leave from Grand at 7.30 AM on the 15th 
 - Return to Grand by approximately 6 PM on the 16th  

Where:  The Buffalo River, Just outside of Ponca/Jasper  
 (Steel Creek or Kyle’s Landing depending on campground availability.)  

Cost: $40 per student - You can pay early but this is due October 12.
